This section should reinstate the research problem, the main research findings, and present future research directions. 
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Appendix A
The appendix can be included if authors would like to provide additional details and data that maybe important to the presented research study but may affect the overall flow of the main text. 
References
References should be completed using Harvard referencing style and listed individually at the end of the manuscript. References must be completed and corrected by authors as there is no editorial check on the references. Thus, an incomplete or incorrect reference will be published unless highlighted by the reviewers of the paper. We recommend preparing the references with a bibliography software package, such as EndNote or Mendeley to avoid typing mistakes and duplicated references. Include the digital object identifier (DOI) for all references where available. 
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
